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Kde sa konci svetlo, za¢ina sa tma. A tam, kde je tma, otvara sa nekonec¢ny priestor plny imagina-
cie, zdhad, pokrivenej reality, ale aj tazoby ¢i neistoty. Viditelnost je znizend, no odlesky stimu-
luju temné zakutia nasej mysle. Ludské postavy mutuju, menia sa na geometrické tvary ci
prirodné hybridy, miestami zostavaju zranitelné vo svojej nahej podstate. Zobrazené svety poso-
bia neuveritelne. Odkryvaju vsak viac pravdy, ako by sa mohlo zdat. Prisun svetla sice odhaluje
nové obzory, no ihned nas vrhd do dalsej vrstvy, kde sa rozpustaju hranice medzi realitou a
fikciou.

Vystava Turn On the Lights predstavuje generac¢ny prienik autoriek Silvie Krivosikovej (1976),
Laury Limbourg (1996) a Pavly Malinovej (1985). Prostrednictvom figuralnej malby ponuka ich
intimne pribehy, zazitky a subjektivne skusenosti, pricom zdoéraznuje origindlne osobné
mytologie a symbolizmus. Vo vybranych dielach sa stieraju hranice medzi realitou a fikciou a
vysledkom su surrealistické prostredia ovplyvnené skutocnostou, snami, emodciami ci
vnutornym prezivanim. Réznorodé maliarske techniky a formy prepdja zapojenie osobnych
identit do viacvrstvovych narativov, prostrednictvom ktorych sledujeme introspektivne
hladanie a vztah k okolitému svetu.

Hoci kazdd z autoriek posobi v odlisSnom meste, socidlnom kontexte a zaziva rozdielne
dennodenné skusenosti, spaja ich prave komunikdcia malbou, ktora prindsa intimne a takmer
dennikové zdznamy. Laura Limbourg a Silvia Krivosikovd komunikuju stylizovanymi autopor-
trétmi, Pavla Malinovéd svoju identitu Sikovne dekonstruuje a zakryva, az je nerozpoznatelnou.
Ci uz ide o partnerské vztahy, alebo ponor do hlbin vlastného vnutra, odhaluju fragmenty
svojho sukromia, ktoré zahmlievaju tajomnymi ndznakmi a symbolmi.

V mystickych a snovych malbdch a kresbdch Silvie Krivosikovej sledujeme utrzky jej zivota. Z
pozicie matky, partnerky ¢i kamaratky zobrazuje konkrétne miesta a situdcie, ktoré v minulosti
navstivila a zazila. Vyrovndva sa s negativnymi skisenostami, ale pripomina si aj prijemné
chvile. V svojej tvorbe sa cielene odklana od realistického zobrazovania, pricom kombinuje
miernu modeldciu a ndznak skutocnej perspektivy s geometrickym rozkladom a ¢istymi fareb-
nymi plochami. Figury existuju samy osebe, pripadne interaguju s ostatnymi postavami. Diela
maju pomalé tempo a namiesto expresivnej dynamiky autorka postupne buduje napatie. Vyuzi-
va symboliku beznych predmetov, vdaka ktorej sa stdavaju univerzalnymi a zrozumitelnymi aj
mimo osobného kontextu.

Najnovsia séria akrylovych malieb Laury Limbourg zachytdva emotivne autoportréty, ktoré k
ndm prehovdraju gestami, recou tela, atributmi ¢i symbolikou zobrazenych predmetov a
zivocichov. Nahé postavy vlozené do neutralnych pozadi a jednoduchych situdcii zretelne prezi-
vaju dlho potlacovanu splet neistot, pochybnosti a uzkosti. Samy su si kritikom a najvacsim
nepriatelom. Obklopené palmami, hadmi, konmi ¢i jedovatou rastlinou Atropa belladonna (v
slovencine lulkovec zlomocny), existuju v snovej, miestami romantizujuicej atmosfére vytrh
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nutej z reality. Limbourg maluje rychlo a zameriava na stylizované formy a expresivne vizualne
skratky. Dej vklada do prvych obrazovych planov, ni¢ neskryva, a tak nas nuti konfrontovat sa so
vsetkymi emdciami.

Pavla Malinova vo svojej tvorbe kombinuje rézne formalne a ideové postupy, pricom dominuju
figurdlne kompozicie, ktoré prepdja s réznymi Strukturami ¢i abstraktnymi motivmi. Nejed-
noznacné situdcie vychadzaju z konkrétnych, casto fotografickych predobrazov, ktoré modifiku-
je a deformuje do novych kompozicii. Sledujeme mohutné a tazkopddne postavy, ktoré aj
napriek expresivnej malbe pripominaju robustné sochy. Malinova komunikuje priamo a auten-
ticky, ale takisto pracuje so symbolikou jednotlivych motivov. Signifikantné olejomalby so
surredlnou atmosférou balansuju na hrane medzi realitou a fantdziou ¢i tazivou melanchdéliou
a banalitou beznych dni. V najnovsich prdcach venuje viac¢siu pozornost organickym tvarom a
prirodnym prvkom, pricom nadalej skima vztahy, emacie, identitu a telesnost.

Silvia Krivosikova (1976, Zvolen) Zije a pracuje vo Viedni. Studovala na Vysokej $kole vytvarnych
umeni v Bratislave (asoc. prof. Juraj Gavula a prof. Vladimir Popovic¢) a na Faculdade de Belas
Artes da Universidade do Porto v Porte (prof. Pedro Tudela).

Laura Limbourg (1996, Edegem, Belgicko) zije a pracuje v Prahe. Studium absolvovala na
Akadémii vytvarnych umeni v Prahe, kde presla ateliérmi Martina Mainera a Josefa Bolfa. Pocas
studia posobila aj na Taipei National University of the Arts v Taiwane a Middlesex University v
Londyne. V roku 2020 ziskala Cenu kritiky za mladou malbu.

Pavla Malinova (1985, Vsetin) Zije a pracuje v Kostelci nad Orlici. Studium absolvovala v Ateliéri
malby II pod vedenim Frantiska Kowolowského na Fakulte umeni Ostravskej univerzity. V roku
2019 bola finalistkou Ceny Jindricha Chalupeckého a v roku 2013 ziskala Cenu Rudolfa Schlat-
tauera.

Turn On the Lights

Silvia Krivosikova, Laura Limbourg, Pavla Malinova

Where light ends, darkness begins. And where there is darkness, an infinite space opens up,
brimming not only with imagination, mystery and distorted reality, but also heaviness and
uncertainty. Visibility is reduced, but the reflections stimulate the dark recesses of our minds.
Human figures mutate, turning into geometric shapes or natural hybrids, sometimes remaining
vulnerable in their naked essence. The worlds depicted seem unimaginable. However, they
reveal more truth than one might think. While the inflow of light reveals new horizons, it imme-
diately plunges us into another dimension where the boundaries between reality and fiction
dissolve.

The exhibition Turn On the Lights presents a generational intersection of the artists Silvia
Krivosikova (1976), Laura Limbourg (1996) and Pavla Malinova (1985). Through figurative paint-
ing, it offers their intimate stories, experiences and subjective insights, while emphasizing
authentic personal mythologies and symbolism. In selected works, the boundaries between
reality and fiction are blurred, resulting in surrealistic environments influenced by reality,
dreams, emotions and inner experience. The diverse painting techniques and forms are linked
by the involvement of personal identities in multi-layered narratives through which we observe
an introspective quest and relationship to the world around us.

Although each of the artists works in a different city and social context, and has differing daily
experiences, it is their communication through painting that unites them, creating intimate
and almost diary-like records. Laura Limbourg and Silvia Krivo$ikovda communicate through
stylized self-portraits, while Pavla Malinova cleverly deconstructs and conceals her identity
until it is unrecognizable. Whether it involves romantic relationships or a plunge into the depths
of their own inner selves, they reveal fragments of their private lives, which they obscure with
mysterious hints and symbols.

In Silvia Krivosikovd's mystical and dreamy paintings and drawings, we follow fragments of her
life. From the position of a mother, partner and friend, she depicts specific places and situations
she has visited and experienced in the past. She copes with negative experiences, but also recalls
pleasant moments. In her work, she purposely departs from realistic representation, combining
slight modelling and a hint of real perspective with geometric decomposition and pure colour
fields. The figures exist independently or interact with other figures. The works have a slow pace,
and instead of using expressive dynamism, the artist gradually builds tension. She uses the sym-
bolism of common objects, which makes them universal and comprehensible even outside of
their personal context.

Laura Limbourg's latest series of acrylic paintings capture emotive self-portraits that speak to us
through gestures, body language, attributes and the symbolism of the objects and animals
depicted. The nude figures, inserted into neutral backgrounds and simple situations, clearly
experience a long-suppressed tangle of insecurities, doubts and anxieties. They are their own
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critic and greatest enemy. Surrounded by palm trees, snakes, horses or the poisonous plant
Atropa belladonna, they exist in a dreamy, sometimes romantic atmosphere, detached from
reality. Limbourg paints quickly and focuses on stylized forms and expressive visual shorthand.
She places the plot in the foreground, hiding nothing, forcing us to confront all our emotions.
In her work, Pavla Malinovd combines various formal and ideological approaches, predomi-
nantly figurative composition, which she links with various structures or abstract motifs.
Ambiguous situations are based on concrete, often photographic pre-images, which she modi-
fies and remoulds into new compositions. We observe massive and cumbersome figures that,
despite the expressive painting, resemble robust sculptures. Malinova communicates directly
and authentically, but she also works with the symbolism of individual motifs. Significant oil
paintings with a surreal atmosphere teeter on the border of reality and fantasy, or the heavy
melancholy and banality of ordinary days. In her most recent works, she pays more attention to
organic shapes and natural elements, while continuing to explore relationships, emotions, iden-
tity and physicality.

Silvia Krivosikova (1976, Zvolen) lives and works in Vienna. She studied at the Academy of Fine
Arts in Bratislava (Associate Prof. Juraj Gavula and Prof. Vladimir Popovic¢) and at the Faculdade
de Belas Artes da Universidade do Porto in Porto (Prof. Pedro Tudela).

Laura Limbourg (1996, Edegem, Belgium) lives and works in Prague. She studied at the Academy
of Fine Arts in Prague, where she passed through the studios of Martin Mainer and Josef Bolf.
During her studies she also worked at Taipei National University of the Arts in Taiwan and
Middlesex University in London. In 2020, she was awarded the Critics' Prizefor Young Painting.

Pavla Malinova (1985, Vsetin) lives and works in Kostelec nad Orlici. She completed her studies
at the Atelier Painting IT under the guidance of Frantisek Kowolowski at the Faculty of Arts of the
University of Ostrava. In 2019 she was a finalist of the Jindrich Chalupecky Award and in 2013
she won the Rudolf Schlattauer Award.
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
