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Samostatna vystava “Supernaturalia” vyznamného ¢eského sochdra strednej generdcie Kristofa
Kinteru (*1973) prindsa vyber jeho tvorby za posledné desatrocie. Kurdtorsky koncept sa
sustreduje na jednu z nosnych linii jeho umeleckého programu, ktord zdoéraznuje aktudlne
témy spojené s globalnym stavom prirody v ¢ase technologického rozmachu a konzumu. Pred-
stavené diela reflektuju fenomén poskodenej a modifikovanej krajiny, pricom odhaluju jej kreh-
kost a narusenu rovnovahu. Tvorba pontka ekologicky ladeny pohlad na suicasnu krizu zivot-
ného prostredia, pricom kriticky reflektuje nec¢innost konzumnych spoloc¢nosti, politickych
systémov a vedeckého pokroku vo vztahu k ekologickym problémom, ako su znecistenie ¢i
nicivé vplyvy priemyselnych odvetvi. Tato realita sa v jeho dielach premiena do podoby absurd-
nych metafor, ¢asto podfarbenych jemnym humorom, ktoré v§ak zdroven nesu naliehavé posol-
stvo.

Estetika a styl Kristofa Kinteru su komplexné a mnohovrstevné, spdjajuce odkaz amerického
neopopartu s prvkami neokonceptualizmu a vyraznou pritomnostou kinetizmu. V jeho chapani
nie je socha len trojrozmernou reprezentdciou narusenej reality, ale metaforickym obrazom
cloveka ako neoddelitelnej sucasti prirody. Jeho vztah k pojmu sochdrstva mozno oznacit za
postmoderny — ironizujuci a transformujuci, kde nehybné premiena na dynamické, nezivé na
antropomorfizované a predmetné na figurdlne. Prirodné prvky ziskavaji novy vyznam ako
neoddelitelna sucast ludského sveta a naopak, pricom vsetko je zdmerne vyvedené z rovnovahy
a tradicného vnimania. Materidly pouzivané v jeho tvorbe nepochddzaju primarne zo sveta
umenia, ale z civilizacného prebytku technokratického veku, ktory Kintera dizajnovo pretvara a
vyuziva ako prostriedok na vystizné glosovanie spolocenskych a ekologickych tém.

Diela Kristofa Kinteru, hoci na prvy pohlad posobia hravo a zdbavne, nesu hlboky a znepokoju-
juci odkaz. Prostrednictvom nich autor otvara zdsadné otdzky tykajuce sa existencidlnych a
etickych problémov globdlnej spoloc¢nosti, ktora sa svojou ¢innostou postupne vedie k vlastnej
devastdcii. Motivy trasucich sa stromov, zvierat ¢i krajiny symbolicky odzrkadluju stav ludske;j
kultury a jej konflikt s prirodou. Mechanizované sochy a objekty, ktoré Kintera ozivuje, pdsobia
ako tragikomické vytvory vychadzajuce z chaosu a krizy ludskej ¢innosti, ¢im vytvadraju svojbyt-
né, autondmne svety. Autor vo svojich dielach kombinuje prirodné prvky s civilizacnym odpa-
dom, pricom ich vzdjomné prepojenie vystihuje napétie medzi vycerpanou prirodou a tech-
nokratickou spolo¢nostou. Tdto symbidza je doplnend o personifikdciu a animadciu, ktoré
zvyraznuju naliehavost komunikécie a apel na divdka, aby prehodnotil svoj vztah k prirode a
buducnosti nasej planéty.
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Kristof Kintera (1973) je cesky umelec, ktory skiuma hranice sic¢asného sochdrstva. Kinterova
prax sa odvija od akcii vo verejnom priestore, verejnych instaldcii az po malé kinetické zariade-
nia. Urcujuca je jeho schopnost reagovat na problémy doby, dnes uz emblematické su diela
Plumbat, Mluvici, Spotrebice alebo pamiatka samovrahom Z vlastniho rozhodnuti — Memento
mori.

Umelcova tvorba md korene v obdobi 90. rokov, desatroc¢i divokej kapitalizacie v strednej a
vychodnej Europe sprevadzanej agresivnymi reklamnymi kampanami vo verejnom priestore.
Préve vtedy nastala séria Spottebice, jasne ilustrujuca umelcovu schopnost vytvarat ikonické
sochy, ktoré sa zaoberaju materialitou predmetov a otdzkami ekolégie a spotreby. Presvedcivost
a naliehavost Kinterovej prace ma povod aj v jeho neinavnom dialégu s kazdodennostou, vo
vytrvalom hladani vztahu zjavného a skrytého a odhalovani absurdity v zdanlivo samozrejmych
situdcidch. Kinterova tvorba sa vyznacuje komunikativnostou a $pecifickou energiou; produku-
je kusky, ktoré hovoria, dymia, pohybuju sa, buichaju a bzucia.

Kristof Kintera je zndmy nielen ako vytvarnik, ale aj ako kurator a ¢len zoskupenia Skrytd
tvoriva jednotka (Hidden Creative Unit).
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The solo exhibition "Supernaturalia” by the prominent Czech sculptor of the middle generation
Kristof Kintera (*1973) presents a selection of his work from the last decade. The curatorial
concept focuses on one of the main lines of his artistic programme, which emphasises current
themes related to the global state of nature in times of technological boom and consumerism.
The presented works reflect the phenomenon of damaged and modified landscapes, revealing
their fragility and disturbed balance. The work offers an ecologically attuned perspective on the
current environmental crisis, critically reflecting on the inaction of consumerist societies, polit-
ical systems and scientific progress in relation to ecological problems such as pollution and the
destructive effects of industries. This reality is transformed in his works into absurd metaphors,
often tinged with subtle humour, which at the same time carry an urgent message.

Kristof Kintera's aesthetics and style are complex and multi-layered, combining the reference of
American Neo-PopArt with elements of neo-conceptualism and a strong presence of kineticism.
In his conception, sculpture is not merely a three-dimensional representation of a distorted
reality, but a metaphorical image of humans as an inseparable part of nature. His relationship
to the concept of sculpture can be described as postmodern - ironic and transformative, where
he changes the immobile into the dynamic, the inanimate into the anthropomorphized and the
objective into the figurative. Natural elements take on a new meaning as an integral part of the
human world and vice versa, with everything deliberately thrown out of balance and traditional
perception. The materials used in his work do not come primarily from the art world, but from
the civilizational excess of the technocratic age, which Kintera redesigns and uses as a means to
eloquently gloss social and ecological themes.

The works of Kristof Kintera, although at first glance they appear playful and entertaining, carry
a deep and disturbing message. Through them, the author raises fundamental questions
concerning the existential and ethical problems of a global society that is gradually leading itself
to its own devastation. The motifs of trembling trees, animals and landscapes symbolically
reflect the state of human culture and its conflict with nature. The mechanized sculptures and
objects that Kintera brings to life act as tragicomic creations that emerge from the chaos and
crisis of human activity, creating self-contained, autonomous worlds of their own. In his works,
the artist combines natural elements with the waste of civilization, their interconnectedness
capturing the tension between an exhausted nature and a technocratic society. This symbiosis is
complemented by personification and animation, highlighting the urgency of communication
and appealing to the viewer to reconsider their relationship with nature and the future of our
planet.
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Kristof Kintera (1973) is a Czech artist who explores the boundaries of contemporary sculpture.
Kintera's practice ranges from actions in public space, public installations to small kinetic
installations. His ability to respond to the problems of the time is decisive; his works Plumbat,
Mluvici, Spotrebice (Speakers), or the monument to suicides Z vlastniho rozhodnuti - Memento
mori are emblematic today.

The artist's work has its roots in the 1990s, a decade of wild capitalisation in Central and Eastern
Europe accompanied by aggressive advertising campaigns in public space. It was then that the
Spotrebice series came into being, clearly illustrating the artist's ability to create iconic sculp-
tures that deal with the materiality of objects and issues of ecology and consumption. The
persuasiveness and urgency of Kintera's work also originates in his relentless dialogue with the
everyday, in his persistent search for the relationship between the obvious and the hidden, and
in his exposure of the absurd in seemingly commonplace situations. Kinter's work is character-
ized by its communicative and specific energy; he produces pieces that talk, fume, move, bang
and buzz.

Kristof Kintera is known not only as an artist, but also as a curator and member of the Hidden
Creative Unit.
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
